A walk-through inspection of your facility’s energy uses and equipment, including lighting; heating, cooling and ventilation; water heating; and building shell insulation and tightness.

A professional report presenting the recommendations made to help your business improve efficiency and cut costs.

Free installation of several measures such as water heater tank and pipe insulation.

Contractor quality control services.

EfficiencyPlus Business Assessments cost just $50 or $100, depending on the facility size or complexity.  There is no risk and no obligation when you have an assessment, only information that can help you make your own decisions about your business.

Attractive Financing for 

Business Improvements

EfficiencyPlus has partnered with three local lenders to offer attractive financing options for efficiency improvements made by Osage businesses.  Loans under $2,000 can be financed on your utility bill.

What can be financed?

Call Osage Municipal Utilities or a Participating Contractor for a complete list of eligible measures and minimum efficiency levels required.

What are the financing terms?
Loans under $2,000 can be financed through Osage Municipal Utilities and paid back on your utility bill.  The minimum loan amount for bank financing is $2,000.  Loan terms for amounts between $2,999 and $10,000 can be one to five years.  Above $10,000, loan terms can go up to 10 years.  Interest rate is set at national prime, and is subject to change.

Ask for a commercial loan packet from Osage Municipal Utilities or any participating lender or contractor.
