Local Security Administrator Certification Completion Checklist

Local Security Administrator Certification Process

The Local Security Administrator (LSA) Certification Completion Checklist is to be used to report completion of the LSA certification process by the individual that has been designated the LSA for a Market Participant or Control Area.  The LSA certification process completion is required prior to participation in the initial FTR allocation.  The LSA user account information is communicated to MISO Customer Registration by completing Section XVI for Market Participants.  Control Areas will complete the Local Security Administrator Information form found in the LSA Policy guide.

The LSA Certification Process indicates that the individual designated to perform the LSA role for a Market Participant or Control Area understands the process required to establish user accounts.  The certification process will be performed in either the MISO CCE environment at https://cce.midwestiso.org/MISO or the MISO IPROD environment at https://imarkets.midwestiso.org/MISO.  Prior to performing the LSA Certification Process, the client-side digital certificate information must be communicated electronically to MISO, so that the LSA user account may be established, which will be used in performing the LSA Certification Process. 

Purpose of the Local Security Administrator role

The LSA is responsible for creating and maintaining the user accounts for a Market Participant or Control Area.  Each Market Participant or Control Area is responsible for identifying an individual(s) to perform the LSA function, as the user account maintenance is the responsibility of the Market Participant or Control Area, not MISO.  The individual that performs this LSA role for the Market Participant or Control Area will have the ability to establish and manage the access of the employees of their company to all or part of the information available in the MISO Market Systems.  

Market Participants and Control Areas need to understand the impact that the LSA role has on their company.  The LSA has the responsibility of assigning access to the MISO Market Systems to individuals, whose actions may have a financial impact on their company.  When selecting an individual to perform the role of LSA, the responsibility and impact of the role should be a factor in the selection process.

The LSA is responsible for establishing user accounts and managing access to the MISO Portal and the associated Application Program Interfaces (APIs).  The MISO Portal encompasses the following market systems:

· Customer Service

· Settlements

· DART

· FTR

· PSS
