MOTION TO INTERVENE OF 

THE WASHINGTON PUBLIC UTILITIES DISTRICT ASSOCIATION

On April 29, 2005, Bonneville Power Administration (BPA), PacifiCorp and Idaho Power Company (Idaho Power) filed a Petition for Declaratory Order Relating to the Development of Grid West, a Proposed Transmission Provider, pursuant to Rule 207(a)(2) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure.  18 CFR § 385.207(a)(2) (2004).  BPA, PacifiCorp, and Idaho Power are seeking a declaratory judgment on eight questions related to the Commission’s authority to assert jurisdiction over Grid West if and when it becomes operational.

The Washington Public Utilities District Association (WPUDA) files this Motion to Intervene in accordance with Rule 214.  18 CFR § 385.214.  WPUDA will separately file comments pursuant to Rule 211 of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure.  18 CFR § 385.211.  In support of its Motion to Intervene, WPUDA states the following:

I.  WPUDA Has A Significant Interest In The Outcome 

Of The Proceedings In This Docket
WPUDA is a private non-profit corporation representing the common interests of twenty-eight public utility districts (“PUDs”) that serve more than 1.7 million citizens in the state of Washington.  The PUDs are consumer-owned, not-for-profit utilities formed under laws of the state of Washington.  Twenty-three of the WPUDA members provide electric service to over 800,000 retail electric consumers, or about a quarter of the retail electric service in the state.  These PUDs are preference power customers of BPA and also purchase transmission services under BPA’s Open-Access Transmission Tariff (“OATT”).  Some of the WPUDA’s members are also active participants in wholesale power and transmission markets in the Northwest and within the Western Interconnection.

The WPUDA and its members have a significant interest in the outcome of the request for declaratory order submitted in this docket.  WPUDA members rely on the BPA’s transmission system to serve their loads and bear the costs of that system through their payment of transmission rates.  WPUDA members will be affected directly and indirectly by the formation and potential operation of Grid West.  Several WPUDA members have been active participants in the Grid West process, including participation in various technical committees and the Regional Representatives Group.  Participation by the WPUDA in this docket will serve the public interest and assist the Commission in fulfilling its responsibilities under the Federal Power Act.
